Purpose

The purpose of your presentation is to demonstrate that you are absorbing the information presented during the workshop and have achieved a basic understanding of your assigned topic.  The worksheet you will design for your audience will allow you to further solidify your knowledge by formulating questions about your topic. The true test of knowledge is how well you can teach something.   

Presentation Guidelines – Elements of the Presentation

1. Introduction
2. Main ideas
3. Importance/relevance of subject to scientific community

4. Branches of science would use this information? 

5. Most important point(s). If your audience could only remember one thing about your subject, what should it be? 

6. Use pictures whenever possible

7. Summary or conclusion

Guidelines for Group Work

1. Each member of the group should participate equally in creating and presenting the presentation.  

2. Each member of the group should participate equally in the preparation of a worksheet for your audience to fill out during/after your talk. 

Audience Worksheet content 

1. Prepare a one-page worksheet with 4-6 questions and space for answers. Questions can be in any format (i.e. multiple choice, True/False, fill-in blank or short answer).

2. The audience should be able to answer all your questions based on information contained within your presentation.

Resources

Your presentation can be in either a Microsoft PowerPoint or Word format.  You will have access to the computers in the computer lab (S119).  You are encouraged to use the Internet to gather information.  You may use any workshop materials and/or experiences.  The Teaching Assistants will also be available to talk about ideas relating to your topic and answer any questions you may have.  Your presentation should be 5-8 minutes long. 

You will have 1.5 hours to work on the presentation on Monday afternoon.  You will also have time on Monday evening after dinner.  Plan your time wisely.  Make sure that both your presentation and worksheet are saved to transportable media.  All of your work on the classroom computers will back erased each night.
